AND WHEREAS each “Development Agreement” requires a developer to provide certain plans prepared by a  Professional Engineer and submitted to the Municipal Corporation for the purposes of approval by the Municipality, whether by its own personnel or contract personnel acting on behalf of the municipality;

AND WHEREAS each “Development Agreement” requires the developer to provide certain financial guarantees in order for the Municipality to undertake remedial action to ensure compliance with the terms and conditions of the “Development Agreement”;

AND WHEREAS Manitoba Crown Lands has develops Crown Property for the purposes of lease or sale while ignoring the requirements placed on the Developer by the Municipality in which these developments have taken place.

AND WHEREAS Manitoba Crown Lands has recently agreed to follow the existing Provincial and Municipal rules for the creations of Plans of Sub-division;

AND WHEREAS Manitoba Crown Lands holds the position that they are not necessarily subject to the terms and conditions of the “Development Agreement” or the ”Performance Standards” as required by the Municipal Corporation;

AND WHEREAS developments not meeting the “Performance Standards” of the Municipal Corporation eventually become the responsibility of the Municipal Corporation to address;

AND WHEREAS  ensuring the “Performance Standards” are met is often a significant cost to the property owner or the Municipal Corporation;
